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Welcome to the World Sepsis Congress 2021
Advancing Prevention, Survival, and Survivorship of Sepsis and COVID-19

On April 21st and 22nd, 2021, the Global Sepsis Alliance will host the World Sepsis Congress 2021 
(WSC), entitled “Advancing Prevention, Survival, and Survivorship of Sepsis and COVID-19“. This 
congress aims to bring knowledge about sepsis to all parts of the world, easily accessible and free of 
charge.

Over the course of two days and 15 diverse and highly relevant sessions, over 90 speakers from more 
than 30 countries will give trenchant talks on all aspects of sepsis, from the impact of policy, the role 
of artificial intelligence and big data, patient safety, and long-term sequelae through to novel trial 
design, the latest research, and much more. We will give equal voice to clinicians and researchers, 
patients and caregivers, and policymakers; we will give equal voice to those working, living, and 
driving change in high-income and in low- and middle-income countries (LMICs).

Despite many advances, great inequities in the availability of healthcare resources and the relative 
attention afforded to sepsis undermine efforts to improve prevention, recognition, and management 
of sepsis – particularly in LMICs – a situation amplified by COVID-19.

Sepsis accounts for a staggering 11 million lives lost every year around the world, disproportionately 
affecting vulnerable populations such as young children in resource-poor countries. It can be triggered 
by any infection, including common bacterial illness but also by Ebola, Malaria, and COVID-19. This 
congress will shine a light on sepsis as one of the world’s biggest killers, reminding us that sepsis and 
severe infection are a constant threat to mankind rather than a threat restricted to pandemics. Health 
systems that are resilient against sepsis and severe infection outside pandemics will be resilient 
against future pandemics.

Just as with our previous WSCs in 2016 and 2018 and WSC Spotlights in 2017 and 2020, this 
free online congress brings together highly ranked representatives of international and national 
healthcare authorities, non-governmental organizations, policymakers, patients, patient advocacy 
groups, clinical scientists, researchers, and pioneers in healthcare improvement.

The unifying goal of the WSC and of these presenters is improving how sepsis is prioritized, prevented, 
diagnosed, and treated all around the world, as laid out in the WHO Resolution on Sepsis, enacted in 
2017.
